A road interface between residential lots and Bush Forever Site No. 332 and proposed Biodiversity

Conservation Areas (A & B) is o be provided as part of the subdivision design and is to take into the

consideration the strategies identified in the Fire Management Plan required as part of Clause 6.6a.

5. At the time of subdivision, when the road connections to Rio Marina Way and Malacca Way Mindarie are
to be created, updated traffic and transportation modelling will be undertaken.

6. Intersection treatment to be determined with supporting transport assessment/investigation, in agreement
with the City of Wanneroo to the satisfaction of the Western Australian Planning Commission and Main
Roads Western Australia at the time of the subdivision.
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
